However to stay within the law it is
important that you read our “ Legal Points”
document which explains the do’s and
don't’s of organising a Charity or Corporate
Event.

We can supply any gaming tables you require,
but through our experience we find the
following are the most popular; American
Roulette, French Roulette, Blackjack, Chinese
Craps, American Craps, Caribbean Stud
Poker and Slot Machines. All tables are full
size authentic gaming tables, as you would
see in a real casino.

They are fully lit with ornate brass lamps on
each table and come complete with
experienced personality croupiers, fun money,
chips and all ancillary equipment to make it a
successful event.
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Legal points to note when planning

a Fun Casino Night:

1. Under sections 3 &15 of the lotteries
and amusements act 1976,if your event is
a Bazaar, Sale of work, Fete, Dinner,
Dance, Sporting event or similar then it is
an “exempt entertainment” and
*amusement with prizes” is allowed.
2.The whole of the proceeds less any
expenses incurred should be devoted to
purposes other than private gain, ie
charities or club funds
3.Any gaming equipment should be hired
at a fixed rate before the event, rather than
as a % of the proceeds.
4.1f advertising, there must be no mention
of gambling. Only * amusement with
prizes” is allowed.
5.Entrance to the event must be by
invitation or pre-paid ticket only and not
open to the general public.
6.The gaming must not be the main
reason the guests are attending the event.

Package 1 —“ The Yearling Stakes” (1 — staff)

This is our most basic package and is normally used in pubs and clubs where
the client themselves take the bets and help run the night. We provide 1
person who is the mc and projectionist, 8-filmed races, 6'x5’ screen, race
cards, fun money, full PA system and music. We also provide a full race night
package including posters before the event to help sell the horses and
jockeys etc.

Package 2 — “The Classic” (3 — staff)

This is our first corporate package and is as the “Yearling Stakes”, plus the
following extras: 2 — Tote persons in full costumes, 1 — tote table, betting
stand and bag (all fully lit). 3 — picket fences, stands, artificial grass and
bunting.

Package 3 — “The Derby” (3 — staff)

This is as “The Classic” plus the following extras: larger Tote desk (fully lit)
2 — starting posts and signs (fully lit). 1 — raised platform with rails,

1 — Racehorse and Grandstand backdrop (8’ x 8’, fully lit). Extra bunting.

Package 4 — “The Gold Cup” (4 — staff)

This is as “The Derby” plus the following extras: 1 — Betting shop backdrop
(12'x8’ fully lit),1 —Tictacman / magician, 1 — extra raised platform with rails,
1 — 4 can multi coloured lighting set up,1 — extra starting post and sign,
more bunting.

Package 5 — “Ascot” (4 — staff)

This is as “The Gold Cup” plus the following extras: 1 — Betting shop set
(20’ long x 8’high, fully lit), 1 — Larger projection screen (8’ x8’), 2 — extra
starting posts and signs,1 — extra picket fence and grass setup with winners
podium, more bunting, All personnel in suitable Ascot attire

Fairground Activities

Fairground stalls (prizes for the stalls are not inc luded)

1) Roll Down (round stall)

You are given six balls to roll down a table - at the end of which are
numbered slots. Total up the scores and if your total is a winning score
you win a prize. Dimensions — 18’ diameter x 13’ high

2) Hoop-La (round stall)

Prizes are placed on blocks on a table. You are given three hoops. Throw
the hoop clear over the prize and block to win a prize. Dimensions - 16’
diameter x 12’-4™ high.

3) Ballsin Jars (round stall)

Ping pong balls are thrown into various multi-coloured different sized jars.
A prize is given each time a ping pong ball stays in a jar. Dimensions —
14-6" diameter x 11’ high.

4) Shooting Gallery (sideshow stall)

Air rifles adapted to shoot corks. Targets placed on shelves, you win
whatever you shoot down. Dimensions — 12’ x 8’ x 10’ high.

5) Tin Can Alley (sideshow stall)

Knock the cans off the shelf to win a prize. Dimensions — 12’ x 8’ x 10’
high

(The Shooting Gallery & Tin Can Alley is a double s  tall and they are
not available individually)

6) Donkey Derby

Six donkeys, greyhounds or whatever you would like to race. To make
your donkey move you have to roll a ball down the correct column. First
past the post wins a prize. Dimensions — 13’ x 8’ x 8’ high.

7) Giant Test of Strength

Hit the striker with a sledgehammer to raise the gong. Ring the bell to win
a prize. Dimensions — 7’ x 5’ x 10 high.

8) Coconut Shy

Throw wooden balls at the coconuts, knock them down to win a prize.
Dimensions — 8’ x 8’ x 12’ deep.

9) Circus Corner

Stilts, Diablo, Juggling, Plate Spinning, etc, (audience participation) with
16’ x 8’ backdrop of clowns and circus ring etc, picket fencing, small
fairground organ and PA system. All fully lit.

This game is also great for spectators
because the 6 — ‘jockeys’ inevitably get a bit of “banter” from
their friends as they do their best to win the race, especially if
they aren’t doing too well! All races are kept on a high by our
own personality commentator, who runs the stall from start to
finish.

It is also worth noting that this game can be organized as a
race night with hilarious results!

The whole night can be organised as a knockout
competition for your guests leading through to
the Grand Final, or it can be just a casual side
attraction where guests race 20 laps against the
clock at their leisure, with prizes given for the
astest times, the choice is yours.

(one of the Actors) and each guest receives an@mevith all the details of their
“Character” along with a lapel name sticker. Oné¢hafm will know immediately that they
are the murderer and must not reveal this fact latér in the evening!

At this point, apart from the Murderer, all otherficipants do not know if they have an
important role to play until later in the evening.

All guests MUST assume their character and areesddd by their character name. (Note: If
the guests are staying in the hotel, the enveloprde placed in their rooms prior to their
arrival at the Drinks Reception.)

The Hostfor the evening will mingle with the charactersstimteraction lasts for
approximately thirty minutes.

The Murder takes place and the Detectives enter (2 of ourragtthe “body” is taped and
photographed and at this stage the guests araftiemed into the dining room and told not
to leave the building — everyone is under suspic¢ion!

During Dinner and in between courses, (at no time interruptieghiting on staff) the
personalities are introduced. The Victim's fate ind the Quiz sheets are handed out to the
guests. Items which have been found on the bodytat items of evidence are introduced
and available for inspection.

With the aid of the Quiz sheetsthe guests deduce the names of the main susfect® of

the guests are encouraged to perform their charadés i.e. the Cabaret Singer and the
Comedian. At the same time, at least one of ther&awill perform Close-Up Magic to

amuse the guests at their dining tables.

The Detectiveswill mix and mingle encouraging the guests to detee who the
Suspects are and to scrutinise the evidence etclues.

While coffee is being servedhe answers to the quiz are given and eight fingpscts are
brought onto the stage, where they are interrogayetie guests.

The Chief Inspectorinterviews the suspects and reveals eight diffemeottves for the
murder.
